Enabling Macros in Excel 2007

In the newer version of Excel (2007), you no longer get a message to enable macros when you open a workbook that contains them.  Instead, the workbook opens normally, but a message appears below the ribbon and just above the worksheet area that notifies you that the workbook contains macros.  
Several of the engineering excel workbooks contain macros that must be enabled to function.  Therefore, you must enable the macros by following the simple steps below.
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Click the “Options…” button, and the following window will appear.  Enable the macro content and press OK.
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
