a. Open Active Sync[File][Get connected]

b. Connect data collector to computer
-answer “no” or “cancel” to [set up partnership]

 c. Open [Explore] in Active Sync[mobile device]

d. Select [My windows…]Survey Pro Jobs] browse to file

e. Select [.txt], [job] and [.raw] and on left of dialog box under [Folder Tasks]

f. Select [Copy Item]




4. COMPUTER

a. Make a new folder [Survey Data] in the {Field Office/Landowner} folder (eg. {F.O./Landowner/Survey Data/})    

b. Move [.txt], [job] and [.raw] files from [Explore] in Active Sync[mobile device] into Civil 3D Project {F.O./Landowner/Survey Data/})    
	
c. Open C3D browse to project drawing

d. [Points][Import/export points]Format:(PNEZD {comma delimiter})

e. [Source] Browse to [.txt] file that you placed in survey folder OK

f. Zoom extents – your points will download into your drawing.
